Romans 8:32 He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?

Proverbs 22:4 By humility and the fear of the LORD are riches, and honour, and life.

I. “all these things were created by me to give to my family, but since they are not able to receive it the devils is enjoying it with all the evil and sin he brings’” 

II. Satan has stolen all these things from us. 

III. The reason we cannot receive it because of our attitude towards wealth and all the false humility, which the body of Christ operates under.

Psalms 105:37 He brought them forth also with silver and gold: and there was not one feeble person among their tribes.

Psalms 112:3 Wealth and riches shall be in his house: and his righteousness endureth for ever

Psa 66:12 Thou hast caused men to ride over our heads; we went through fire and through water: but thou broughtest us out into a wealthy place.

Deu 8:18 But thou shalt remember the LORD thy God: for it is he that giveth thee power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware unto thy fathers, as it is this day.

2Co 9:11 Being enriched in every thing to all bountifulness, which causeth through us thanksgiving to God.

I. How many of us would rather believe that it is God’s will just o have enough to barely make it and not any more.

III. Why does it seem that Satan and his children have all the money and live the good life? 

a. It is because we have permitted a spirit of false humility to enter into our lives and this has to be dealt with before we can prosper.

II. Proverbs 29:23, Matthew 18:4 Mat 23:12 

III. 1 Peter 5:6 Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time:

IV. The two key words here are Humble and exalt.

a. Let us begin with Humble

i. Definitions; from the Greek-) To make low, bring low 

1) To level, reduce to a plain

2) To bring into a humble condition, reduce to meaner circumstances

3) To assign a lower rank or place to

4) To be ranked below others who are honored or rewarded 

5) Of one's soul bring down one's pride 

6) To have a modest opinion of one's self 

7) To behave in an unassuming manner 

8) Devoid of all haughtiness

So in a few words we see her that humble means to always consider ourselves lower and completely dependent of the Lord, to have no pride or think highly of ourselves.

b. Definitions of Exalt ---lift up

1) To lift up on high, to exalt 

2) To raise to the very summit of opulence and prosperity 

3) To exalt, to raise to dignity, honor and happiness

Do you see what the Lord does to those who walk in true humility? He exalts them to a place of prosperity and honor and happiness! 

God has been trying to do with his family forever to bring honor happiness prosperity and while we get the benefits he gets the glory.

So what would false humility be in the light of this?

I. False humility is to get people to notice us on the basis of how sorry we can make them feel for us and this we can be exalted in their eyes.

II. completely opposite of what God’s idea of humility and being exalted is.
