1. There are 2 Kingdoms or systems that operate within the earth.

a. The KOG  and the KOS - Colossians 1:13 (NLT13 For he has rescued us from the kingdom of darkness and transferred us into the Kingdom of his dear Son,.

2. God sent Jesus to establish this Kingdom 

a. John 18:36 (NLT)Jesus answered, “My Kingdom is not an earthly kingdom. 

b. We are His ambassadors - II Corinthians 5:20 (NIV) We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.

3. Luke 17:21 Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God is within you

a. We will live in the realm that we are born into.

b. Adam was born again into death.

c. From God conscience to self conscience Gen 3:7 

d. Man was to operate within the KOG system. Gen. 1:26-27

4. Requierments -John 3:4-6 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 5Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.6That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

5. Understanding our influence over the worlds kingdoms Matt. 4:8

a. Political,Financial, Arts, Education, Entertainment, Social

b. We will serve 1 of 2 Kings
c. Matthew 6:24 (NLT)No one can serve two masters. For you will hate one and love the other; you will be devoted to one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and money.
d. Luke 4:8 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 

6. Service a requirement of the KOG

a. Ephesians 2:9-11 (The Message) He creates each of us by Christ Jesus to join him in the work he does, the good work he has gotten ready for us to do, work we had better be doing.

b. Malachi 3:18Then shall ye return, and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between him that serveth God and him that serveth him not.

c. Matthew 6:24 (Amp)No one can serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will stand by and be devoted to the one and despise and be [a]against the other. You cannot serve God and mammon ([b]deceitful riches, money, possessions, or [c]whatever is trusted in).

d. Malachi 3:14Messg.When you said, 'It doesn't pay to serve God. What do we ever get out of it? When we did what he said and went around with long faces, serious about God-of-the-Angel-Armies, what difference did it make? Those who take life into their own hands are the lucky ones. They break all the rules and get ahead anyway. They push God to the limit and get by with it.'"

e. Jesus replied, “No one who puts his hand to the plow and looks back is fit for service in the kingdom of God.” —Luke 9:62, NIV

f. Psalm 100:2 KJV –serve the LORD with gladness: come before his presence with singing.

g. John 12:26-(Mess.)"If any of you wants to serve me, then follow me. Then you'll be where I am, ready to serve at a moment's notice. The Father will honor and reward anyone who serves me.
h. Colossians 3:23-24(NLT) Work willingly at whatever you do, as though you were working for the Lord rather than for people. 24 Remember that the Lord will give you an inheritance as your reward, and that the Master you are serving is Christ.
