1. Living the KOG from the Inside Out – Jeremiah 31:31-34 

2. We will live in the realm that we are born into.

a. Adam was born again into death.

I. From God conscience to self conscience Gen 3:7 
II. Man was to operate within the KOG system. Gen. 1:26-27
b. Eph. 2:1-6 
3. Jesus has control over all Rev. 1:18 am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.

a. Matthew 16:19, And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. thus giving us the power, 
b. Mark 16:17And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 18They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.
c. d. Fear is the controlling factor in KOS operation, Faith is the controlling factor in KOG

b. We need knowledge of the spiritual system. Beginning with knowledge of God

Romans 8:1, 12:1-2 1-2 So here's what I want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, ordinary life—your sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around life—and place it before God as an offering.
